	Narrative Report



	The 14th ARCAN-ANS Nurses’ HIV/AIDS TOT training was held from 7th July to 18th July 2008 at AKU-ANS Campus. The twenty seven (27) participants who attended were drawn from Kenya, Tanzania (Mainland and Zanzibar) and Ethiopia. AKU-ANS has continued to play a catalytic role in regional capacity building of human resources for health professionals in the area of HIV/AIDS. The aims of the two-weeks’ TOT course on HIV/AIDS prevention, care and treatment were to enhance the capacity of nurses from the region to enable them play a more robust role in cascading the acquired knowledge to other health care service providers for improved service on the ground: 
The training was organized in five components:

· Pre-course work: the morning period of the first day was opened with introductions and official welcoming of the participants by AKU-ANS staff members and one ARCAN secretariat official Ms Amerta. This was followed by pre-course work with introductory visit to the AKU facilities for orientation on available resources and materials. In the afternoon of the first day participants went through country-specific situational analysis. Then there was an exposition by participants’ country representatives on the various National Strategic Plans on HIV/AIDS based on the information which they had been requested to extract in preparation for the training.  
· Pre-reading: To capture the pre-reading requirements, participants took the first day to exhaustively familiarize themselves with the specific country HIV/AIDS scenarios. Common national priority areas like HIV/AIDS prevention, care, treatment and impact mitigation were condensed and exhaustively thrashed out by the participants. This provided the background and framework within which subsequent sessions would be grounded

· Main course-work: In terms of sequence, time allocations were made for introductory courses especially those dealing with fundamentals of HIV/AIDS and work plan development to be undertaken early enough to allow participants ample time to understand and internalize the basics, and to develop their work plans. As a way of assessment and providing an opportunity for participants to apply learnt knowledge, all participants prepared lesson plans and each of them was given time to demonstrate their training skills. The facilitator, fellow participants and AKU-ANS staff were then providing feedback on each of the presentations. The participants also had a chance to develop work plans and supporting budget on selected thematic areas of HIV/AIDS as prioritized in the respective national strategic plans of their countries. The group presentations and plenary discussions later provided vital practical insights into the process of project development and management, much to the appreciation of the participants.
· Field Visits: The use of the filed visits has been strategic in providing a practical dimension to what has been covered in theory. This group visited Nazareth hospital’s HIV/AIDS care and support program which provided the participants with a practical example of a response to the adverse effect of the HIV/AIDS. This exercise also provided the participants an opportunity to see a good example of data/information management for improved quality of life of the beneficiaries.
· Presentation of Action Plans: The last sessions of the two-week’ training were marked by individual presentations of Action Plans before the official closure of the training.

Closing Ceremony

Guest Speaker: - Mrs. Regina Ombam Head of Strategy Development NACC
The closing ceremony was officiated by AKU staff including, Prof. Laetitia King, Prof. Ganga Limando and Mrs. Martha Loefler. Also Present were Mr. John Arudo, Ms Eunice Ndirangu and Mr. Silas Murianki. The guest speaker was Mrs. Regina Ombam, The Head Of Strategy Development at National Aids Control Council (NACC). Mrs. Regina Ombam, in her closing speech, highlighted the objectives of the ARCAN TOT training and went ahead to acknowledge the role of the ARCAN TOT training at AKU in expansion of training for the region’s health care professionals. The Chief Guest also implored the participants to follow the ARCAN theme “Learn, Improve, Share and Transfer” and therefore cascade their lessons to others.
