	Narrative Report



	The second round ARCAN training was undertaken Sep 18-29, 2006 at the Ethiopian Health and Nutrition Research Institute, Addis Ababa, Ethiopia. The purpose of the training was to provide Training-of-the-trainers (TOT) for laboratory personnel from ARCAN Countries. 
The training was organized based on the following objectives

-to disseminate current laboratory issues related to HIV/AIDS prevention, care and treatment.

-to strengthen participants knowledge, both theoretically and practically on more recent technologies for use in HIV diagnosis and ARV Therapy monitoring.
-to develop country specific action plans

Fifteen participants from Ethiopia, Kenya, Tanzania and Zanzibar participated in the training. On the opening day, introduction about ARCAN and the cascading model was explained to trainees by Ms Amerta Tarimo and Dr Dawit Wolday. The training was conducted by various local and international experts through didactic lectures, case presentations and practical demonstrations. Main issues covered were HIV testing technologies, CD4 counting, Haematology, Clinical chemistry, QA/QC, Other Lab assays during ARV therapy, specimen management, safety and equipment maintenance. A lecture on Laboratory management was included. Participants did teach-back activities and shared their experiences with colleagues from the respective countries. Finally in order to implement the cascading process in supporting laboratory activities related to HIV/AIDS prevention, care and treatment in their respective countries, trainees developed country specific action plan and discussions were undertaken. Participants were informed of how they could go about it regarding logistic and operational issues. 

Pre and post-test evaluations, course evaluation and daily mood evaluations were conducted.
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
