BACKGROUND

HIV/AIDS continues to be life threatening world wide.  The sub Saharan Africa carries 80% of the world HIV infection and AIDS cases.  Ethiopia, Kenya and Tanzania are among the heavily affected countries by HIV/AIDS epidemic.
In Tanzania, the first case of HIV/AIDS reported in 1983, where 1986 all regions reported cases.  Sexually transmitted infections HIV/AIDS are a marker of sexual networking and gives a clue to what extent the community is practicing unprotected sex.  Regions reporting the highest episodes included Dar es salaam, Mwanza, Mbeya, Shinyanga and Tanga in descending order.

Medical Stores Department (MSD) is an autonomy company under the ministry of health and social welfare in Tanzania.  The company deals with procurement, storage and distribution of high quality medicines (ARV’s inclusive), medical equipment, diagnosis and supplies to all government health institutions, NGO’s, special hospitals and missionaries in the country.

PROBLEM STATEMENT

An MSD HIV/AIDS as in other institutions, continues to rank high among the life threatening infection to workers and their families.  The truck drivers are more vulnerable group among all others due to their type of work they are doing.
In performing the distribution activity, they are forced to be out of their homes for seven days or more and most of the time 14 days, thus they are more rone to be infected with HIV/AIDS/STI infection if a quick intervention is not done.  The age group of 20-49 years remained to be the most affected group for both sexes, an observation that has remained consistent for several years.  So I believe they need to be equipped with knowledge and skills on HIV/AIDS/STI prevention, care and treatment.
