ENHANCING PREVENTION OF HIV/STI 
PREDISPOSING BEHAVIOURS AMONG YOUNG 
DRUG/SUBSTANCE USERS IN ZANZIBAR

PROBLEM ADDRESSED

· High risk of HIV/STI and related infections.

· 39% of 508 screened drug users reported of IDU intravenous drug users, 46% and 9.1% shared needles and blood flash. (Cross sectional study 2005 Zanzibar)

· Low knowledge of HIV/STI prevention among the youth.

· Limited number of sustainable prevention programs.

GOAL

To minimize the spread of HIV/STI among the youths with special focuses on intravenous drug users and other substances.
OBJECTIVES

1. To reduce new infections of HIV/STI among the youths and substance abuse.

2. To build capacity of 36 peers on HIV/STI and substance abuse prevention by June 2007.

3. To establish and equip four user friendly facilities in Zanzibar by December 2007.
